The partnership between humans and dogs 
began 10,000 years ago, with dogs performing 
specific functions for their owners such as 
hunting, transporting and guarding. Until the 
20th century, breeding was used to increase the 
usefulness of dogs for these tasks.  

In the last century dogs began to be selected for 
looks and not function. This has cause d health 
and behaviour problems which we now see. In 
selecting genes for a particular colour or shape, 
we also unwittingly select for behaviour which 
then becomes exaggerated. This also works the 
other way. The silver fox farms in Russia began 
to select for calmer foxes to lessen the damage 
foxes did to their coats as they tried to escape 
their tiny cages. As more docile foxes were 
bred, their coats turned from silver to a collie 
like black and white. The foxes became dogs. 

When humans adopted a village life, they 
changed the environment. Rubbish dumps 
outside villages became a rich source of food 
for scavengers, which would have included 
juvenile wolves which were too young to join 
the hunt. The dump was a place of safety for 
these juveniles and some learned to survive 
close to humans. Some of these scavengers 
entered the village to get to th e food supply in 
the streets and latrines. This is seen in wild 
village dogs today. The wolves evolved into 
these village dogs over time and some were 
taken by humans to perform various jobs of 
guarding and hunting. Wild Village dogs are one 
of the most successful canids  outnumbering 
domestic dogs by several hundreds of millions.  

They are not stray dogs gone feral, they have 
evol ved into a scavenging animal from the 
original wolves, and are not domesticated. We 
are all familiar with comparisons of domestic 
dog behaviour with wolf behaviour. This has led 
to many training methods in use today, many of 
�Z�K�L�F�K���D�U�H���E�D�V�H�G���R�Q���W�K�H���L�G�H�D���R�I���µ�G�R�P�L�Q�D�Q�F�H�¶������
However, this idea is now being challenged by

evidence here.  

We assume that dogs descended from the large 
grey wolf found in America and the Northern 
hemisphere, but evidence suggests that in fact 
a small Asian wolf is the ancestor of our dogs. 
The Asian wolf temperament and behaviour 
differs from the grey wolf. Also, our views of the 
grey wolf and pack behaviour came from 
studies of captive wolves which is very different 
from behaviours seen in free wolves. Among 
free wolves, dominant behaviour is not seen.  

 

 

 

 

A pack consists of one breeding pair and many 
offspring of various ages. These older brothers, 
sisters, aunts and uncles take an active role in 
�U�H�D�U�L�Q�J���W�K�H���F�X�E�V�����E�X�W���G�R�Q�¶�W���K�D�Y�H���D���E�U�H�H�G�Lng 
cycle themselves. The non-breeding males have 
shrunken testicles and cannot breed.  But there 
is no fighting among the pack to assume a 
dominant position. Yet we speak of our dogs as 
�µ�G�R�P�L�Q�D�Q�W�¶���R�U���µ�V�X�E�P�L�V�V�L�Y�H�¶�����D�Q�G���W�U�D�L�Q�L�Q�J��
methods are often aimed at dominance 
reduction. Our dogs are maintained at the 
juvenile stage, so we are not acting as pack 
leaders for our dogs, we act as parents. We

dogs do not recognise us as rivals in a pack or 
seek to challenge us in order to dominate the

In domestic dogs, pack structure varies 
according to breed. Some such as huskies 
develop pack tensions if one dog gets more 
attention, but other breeds such as the Norfolk

breed differences all arise from selective 
breeding for appearance as well as function. 

 Of 6.5 million dogs in the UK today, 60% are 
pedigree dogs, originally bred for a specific task 
such as herding, and for lives which were very 
different from that which they lead in our home 
environment. Yet behaviour is genetically linked 
to their appearance. Appearance has been 
selected for less than 100 years, and mainly in 
the last 50 years, with breed standards 
changing rapidly. The result of this has been the 
de-stabilisation of behaviours associated with 
breed, and the loss of predictability of 
behaviour within a breed.  

The racing greyhound has continued to be bred 
for the original purpose of speed and chase, 
with most individuals retaining a strong prey 
instinct which has been largely bred out of other 
types of dog. However the show greyhound now 
differs in appearance from our wonderful ex-
racers, and we might expect that the behaviour 
of the show greyhound is different from, and 
less predictable than our hounds, even though 
we find our ex-racers highly individual in type.  
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This is another interesting article 
by Liz Jones, about a rare hound 
originating on the other side of 
the world in New Zealand. 

The Wijacadus Hound. A wild 
dog of the bush. Originated in 
the North Island of New Zealand, 
they are extremely rare now as 
during �W�K�H���O�D�W�H�����������µ�V���H�D�U�O�\��
���������µ�V���G�L�Vease and loss of 
habitat drove them almost to 
extinction.  

The few that are left are to be 
found in and around the 
Manauato Gorge, an 
unpopulated area of dense forest 
running along the western side 
of New Zealand's North Island.  

The Wijacadus is thought to 
have come about from the 
breeding between dogs of a 
hound type The Paieatua, which 
is thought to have come from 
some of the Polynesian Islands, 
brought in by the original 
settlers of New Zealand.  

Also some dogs that had been 
shipwrecked, with various ferrel 
dogs which had escaped from 
captivity following the settlement 
of white Europeans.  

These hounds are very shy, 
preferring to stay hidden in the 
lush habitat. The bitches only 
have one litter a year and only 
one to two puppies per litter, 
often only one survives.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The temperament of these 
animals is unpredictable, They 
are on the whole suspicious of 
man and can turn vicious when 
trapped or cornered. They are 
unsuitable as pets.  

Since 1999 The New Zealand 
Government has put them on the 
protected species list and there 
is also an export ban on them.  

The Wijacadus varies in height 
but usually of a quite tall slim 
stature which belies their 
strength. Colour vary but white 
with sand, brown and fawn 
patches are the most common.  

The most unusual thing about 
The Wijacadus is the length of 
neck. It is longer than most other 
hounds. This gives it an odd 
appearance and it is sometimes 
referred to by the Maoris as,  Po 
Po Ata Rau the Swan Neck dog.  

The other noticeable feature they 
have are extremely long ears. 
There are no pictures available 
of the Wijacadus. I could only 
find an artists drawing of one
