Our first contact with GAGAH was in 2006. We decide d to get a dog and had looked
into different breeds to see what would best suit th e family, we have three children,
the youngest two and a half, so we wanted a child f riendly dog.

It was a friend of the family that suggested a greyh ound and told us of GAGAH. We
read up about greyhounds as we were not at all famil iar with them, we were surprised
at how ideal they sounded for us! Next we contacted Diane and had our house check

So Tex came home with us and
was a star from day one, no mess,
no fuss, so laid back and he
settled immediately.

As Tex had been such an easy dog to settle in and so
adorable we decided that another greyhound for
company was the next step! Again we contacted Diane

and were put in touch with Jane (near Stirling) who

had a little fawn girl for rehoming. Again the fami ly
including Tex packed into the car and off we went to

get Abi.

Little Abi came home with us but was a different dog

It took us nearly a year to build her
confidence and get her dry in the house
but it was a joy to see her changing and
learning to trust.




We had two happy settled dogs when we decided to tr y fostering!! Along came Polly, a
one year old non-runner.

Polly

she was the new addition to our expanding
family. We took Polly to be neutered and
blood tests showed kidney failure and she
ZD YV (abW to go under anaesthetic. She
was born with malformed kidneys and
there was nothing to do but give her lots
of love. She was put on a diet to give her
kidneys the best chance. Little Polly
managed to live on for another 2 years
before her kidneys packed in, she gave us
so much affection and joy in that time
and lived her short 3 year life to the full.

We were lucky to have Tex and Abi with us for a good long time. Abi passed away at
12 years old last year and our darling boy succumbed to a liver tumour in April this
year. That was it for us we could never replace our d ogs and although the plight of
the greyhound was very close to our hearts the pain o n losing them was too great  to go
through again. We were going to be a no dog family, no ties, no dog responsibilities

JASMINE THE WONDERHOUND

(This story from Frances Lamb)

This is a true story.

In 2003, police in Warwickshire, opened a
garden shed and found a whimpering, cowering
dog.The dog had been locked in the shed and
abandond. It was dirty and malnourished, and
had quite clearly been abused.

In an act of kindness, the police took the dog,
which was a female greyhound, to the Nuneaton
Warwickshire Wildlife Sanctuary. It's run by a
Geoff Grewcock, and known as a haven for
animals abandoned, orphaned, or in need.

Geoff and the other sanctuary staff went to work
with two aimdo restore the dog to full health,
and to win her trust. It took several weeks, but
eventually both goals were achieved. They
named her Jasmine, and they started to think
about finding her an adoptive home.

Jasmine, however, had other ideas. No one
quite remembers how it came about, but
Jasmine started welcoming all animal arrivals at
the sanctuary. It would not matter if it were a
puppy, a fox cub, a rabbit or, any other lost or
hurting animal. Jasmine would just peer into the
box or cage and, when and where possible,
deliver a welcoming lick.

Geoff relates one of the early incidents.

"We had two puppies that had been abandoned
by a nearby railway line. One was a Lakeland
Terrier cross and another was a Jack Russell
Doberman cross. They were tiny when they
arrived at the centre, and Jasmine approached
them and grabbed one by the scruff of the neck
in her mouth and put him on the settee. Then
she fetched the other one and sat down with
them, cuddling them."

"But she is like that with all of our animals, even
the rabbits. She takes all the stress out of them,
and it helps them to not only feel close to her,
but to settle into their new surroundings. She
has done the same with the fox and badger
cubs, she licks the rabbits and guinea pigs, and
even lets the birds perch on her nose."

Jasmine, the timid, abused, deserted waif,
became the animal sanctuary's resident
surrogate mother, a role for which she might
have been borfor. The list of orphaned and
abandoned youngsters she has cared for
comprises 5 fox cubs, 4 badger cubs, 15 chicks,
8 guinea pigs, 2 stray puppies and 15 rabbits -
and one roe deer fawn.

Tiny Bramble, eleven weeks old, waado
semi-conscious in a field. Upon arrival at the
sanctuary, Jasmine cuddled up to her to keep
her warm, and then went into the full foster-
mum role. Jasmine the greyhound showers
Bramble the roe deer with affection, and makes
sure nothing is matted.

"They are inseparable," says Geoff. "Bramble
walks between her legs, and they keep kissing
each other. They walk together round the
sanctuary. It's a treat to see them."

Jasmine will continue to care for Bramble until
she is old enough to be returned to woodland
life. When that happens, Jasmine will not be
lonely. She will be too busy showering love and
affection on the next orphan or victim of abuse.

Flatout Frankie's Yummy Treats
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Big Boo Biscuits

3 1/2 cups wholemeal flour
2 cup Porridge oats

1 cup milk

1/2 cup hot water

2 beef stock cubes

1/2 cup Beef dripping

Dissolve stock cubes in hot water. Add milk and dripping and beat. In a separate
bowl, mix flour and oatmeal. Pour liquid ingredients into dry ingredients and mix
well. Press onto an ungreased cookie sheet and cut into shapes desired. Bake at
300 for 1 hour. Turn off heat and leave in the oven to harden. Refrigerate after
baking.

Frozen Doggie Yums

1 cup water
1 Beef stock cube
4 small pieces of chicken or beef

Dissolve stock cube in water and cut meat into 1/2 inch squares. Freeze for about
12 hours or until solid. Great for hot days!!

Liver Chip Cookie

2 cups Wholemeal flour

1/3 cup Butter -- melted
1 Egg -- beaten

6 tablespoons Water

1/4 cup liver +chopped

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Combine flour, butter, egg, and water. Mix well. Blend
in liver bits. Turn onto a greased baking pan. Bake 20 to 25 minutes. Cool and cut.



Gimme Them Bones

90z Wholemeal flour

1 Tablespoon Baking Powder
100z Unsalted peanut butter
8fl oz skimmed milk

Preheat oven at 190c Grease baking trays, stir togther flour & baking powder
Then set aside, In a bowl mix peanut butter and milk, stir in flour mix till blended
Turn out dough onto a floured surface and knead until smooth.

Roll out until about ¥z inch thick and cut into shapes with a biscuit cutter.

Place on baking tray, bake for 20 minutes, until lightly brown. Cool on wire rack.

Milk Bone Dog Biscuits

3/4 cup hot water

1/3 cup margarine

1/2 cup powdered milk

1 teaspoon salt

1 egg, beaten

3 cups whole wheat flour

In large bowl pour hot water over the margarine. Stir in powdered milk, salt, and
egg. Add flour, 1/2 cup at a time. Knead for a few minutes to form stiff dough. Pat or
roll to 1/2 inch thickness. Cut into bone shapes. Bake at 325 degrees for 50
minutes. Cool. They will dry out quite hard. Makes about 1 1/4 pounds of biscuits.

Chicken Garlic Squares

1Ib Chicken

3 Heaped Tablespoons of self raising flour
1 Egg

2 Teaspoons of garlic granules

Blast all the ingredients in a food processor, Line a baking tray with tin foil.
Now pour in the mix and smooth it out
Bake at 180c for 20 minutes or till firm to touch.

Allow to cool, then carefully peel out of the tray, then cut into small squares Use within a few
days because there are no preservative in the recipe.
